Public Hearing- Item #1
Application of Marlise Davis for a Certificate of Appropriateness –window & door replacement –
2033 & 2039 Main Street
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        View from Main Street facing west		        View from Meadow Road facing northwest

2033-2039 Main Street is located on the west side of Main Street at the intersection of Meadow Rd and Main Street.   It consist of two residential structures.  The first structure, which fronts on Main Street, was built in 1808.  The second structure positioned behind the first one, fronts on Meadow Road.  The property owners would like to replace two kitchen windows and two doors on the house that faces Meadow Road.  One window is white and has a 2 wide by 3 high muntin colonial pattern.  The other window, also white, consists of four vertical panes side by side, with the panes divided by mullions.  The proposed windows will consist of the same color, style and pattern as the existing windows.  The casements of the windows will be aluminum.  The portion of the structure surrounding the opening is not expected to change.  For a point of reference, the Historic District Guidelines states as follows: 
“When replacing an entire window, the original features should be duplicated as best as possible. Since most windows in the Historic District are of wood construction, it is recommended to replace a window using the same material; if this is not possible, a substitute material, such as metal, should match the color of other windows or surrounding elements. When replacing a non-original window, attempt to obtain window types appropriate to the building’s style.”



The applicants are also proposing two door replacements.  One door is on the house that faces Meadow Road and is located on the patio accessing the kitchen.  The other door is on the house facing Main Street and is located on the patio leading to the office.  Proposed doors will have the same style and color as the existing.   The doors will be basic slab  6 panel single door units.  The applicants plan to use double handle mortise lock sets for door handle replacements. For a point of reference, the Historic District Guidelines states as follows:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Replacement of doors and their features such as tran - som, fan, and sidelights, pilasters, caps, panels, and hardware, should try to conform to the original building style, façade proportion, and material. It is sometimes possible to find used doors of the same period, and this may be a good solu - tion if size or design is a problem. Avoid removing the original features or an entrance without replacing them with visually compatible elements.


Public Hearing- Item #2
Application of David and Leslie Horst for a Certificate of Appropriateness –new fencing–1936 Main Street
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        View of 1936 Main Street facing east

1936 Main Street is located on the east side of Main Street at the intersection of Main Street and Hubbard Street.  The property consist of a two-story residential structure built in 1790.    There is also a detached two-bay garage on the property.  The applicants would like to install picket fencing in three locations on the property.  This fencing will replace the current white picket fence but will be slightly wider than what is existing and approximately the same in height.  One section of fencing will run north to south and will extend between the existing residential structure and the two-bay garage.  The second section of fencing will also run north to south and will extend from the south side of the garage to the southern property line.  The third section of fencing will run east to west and will face Hubbard Street.  This section of fencing will run from the east side of the residential structure to the eastern property line.  The applicant is proposing to also add new privacy fencing.  This fencing will run east to west along the southern property line extending from where the picket fence will end on the south side of the garage to the southeast corner of the property.  The applicant is still deciding on the height and material for the privacy fencing but is considering a wooden-style fence.  For a point of reference, the Historic District Guidelines states as follows:
“New fences should be compatible with the building’s style and character. Simple wooden fences are usually appropriate for any building; though a more elaborate house may choose a more elaborate fence, provided it is in keeping with the house’s style and detailing. Since many stone fence supports remain in the Historic District try to retain and use them when fencing in a property. Concrete walls and chain link fences are not recommended. New fences should not obscure the building.”
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
