Music & Arts Camp Procedures 
For COVID -19
[bookmark: _GoBack]Camp Layout:
· Class size will be limited and social distancing practiced.
· Masks will be required indoors at camp. For specific mask policies, please see the Glastonbury Parks and Recreation Summer Camp Mask policy. 
· No outside visitors except with prior approval by Recreation staff.
· Campers will have assigned seats (teachers provide charts to the office). 
Arrival Procedure  
· Staff are asked to call the camp office if they are experiencing a fever, shortness of breath, and/or a cough and cannot come into work.
· There will be hand sanitizer dispensers and sinks around camp for staff and student use.
· Camper arrival – Parents will drop off at the main entrance (not getting out of cars). Students will immediately go to their first period class. We ask that staff be on the lookout for camper who might not being feeling well or forgot their masks. We will have some extra masks available. 

Health & Hygiene:
· All children, staff, and volunteers should practice frequent hand washing/sanitizing.  
· Staff will report any child feeling sick to Director ASAP 
· Any camper not feeling well will be taken to the camp office to wait to be picked up by their parent. 
· All classrooms that don’t have a sink will get a bottle of hand sanitizer.


Music Classes:
· Bell covers required for wind instruments except flutes. 
· Campers playing wind instruments will be 6ft side to side and 9ft front to back.
· Singing will be done outside when possible, when inside campers will be 6ft side to side and 9ft front to back.
Travel:
· It is recommended that staff and campers follow CT Department of Public Health guidance regarding travel which can be found here: https://portal.ct.gov/coronavirus/travel
· Camp will not be collecting paperwork or negative test results related to travel.  
Positive Cases:
· Staff or Campers who test positive for COVID-19 must notify the Parks & Recreation office 860-652-7679 immediately.
· If a positive case occurs at camp contact tracing will be conducted with the Glastonbury Health Department. Anyone who was considered in close contact, within 6 feet for 15 minutes or more will be notified and given guidance on how to proceed.
