Our group is just one of many such volunteer groups that are at work throughout Connecticut. Similar groups
are also working toward this goal in mid-Atlantic and northeastern states from New Jersey to New Hampshire

How these funds will be used: This fundraiser will allow us to purchase and distribute more pollinator/native
plant educational materials and to purchase more native plants for future gardens.

¢ Packaged (with the assistance of Glastonbury Inclusive Volunteers (GIV)) and distributed 1400
wildflower seed packets free to town residents to plant on their properties

o Presented four free workshops led by Wildscape Artisans master gardener Ted Johnson

e Partnered with TALK and local garden clubs to present “Nature’s Best Hope” webinar with nationally
recognized entomologist Doug Tallamy
No Mow May and Leave the Leaves campaigns
Established and/or improved five pollinator gardens in town
Hosted second annual Fall Native Plant sale at the Old Cider Mill
